OVERVIEW

The Future Scholars in Medicine and Scholars in Medicine (FSIM/SIM) program will provide up to 10 premedical
students and 10 medical students from different universities and colleges around the nation with the opportunity and
knowledge necessary to become leaders in the health professions and leaders in their communities. Through the
generous support of the Josiah Macy Jr. Foundation, the Student National Medical Association has formed the Future
Scholars in Medicine and Scholars in Medicine Scholarship program to provide students with the mentorship, guidance,
and resources necessary to enter health professions or research careers. Special emphasis will be placed on young
minority adults, particularly those who do not have access to SNMA programming or other pipeline programming and
those who are from disadvantaged backgrounds.

Founded in 1964 by medical students from Howard University and Meharry medical schools, SNMA is committed to
supporting current and future underrepresented minority medical students, addressing issues of underserved
communities, and producing clinically excellent, culturally competent, and socially conscious physicians. Through this
scholarship program, the SNMA aims to provide leadership training and research opportunities for its members, while
spreading its message regarding the urgent need for health disparities research and outreach to minority communities.
Currently African-Americans are the leading demographic of affected patients in thirteen of the top fifteen deadly
diseases directly related to obesity, with Latinos being a close second.

FUTURE SCHOLARS IN MEDICINE/ SCHOLARS IN MEDICINE SCHOLARSHIP
After being selected, Future Scholars/Scholars in Medicine will:
= Attend the 2008 Annual Medical Education Conference (AMEC) in New York, NY with all travel and lodging
expenses covered.
= Attend specialized workshops on test-taking strategies, research opportunities, community service, leadership
and career development.
0 Take practice MCAT, USMLE or COMLEX sections at no cost with individualized tutoring.
0 Take part in one-on-one and group mock interviews.
0 Be introduced at the President’s Luncheon, Premedical Luncheon and/or Board of Directors Banquet.
= Select students will have the opportunity to attend either one professional (medical/scientific) meeting or
conference or an SNMA National Leadership Institute session with all travel and lodging expenses covered.
0 Attend specialized leadership workshops on academic medicine, research, community service, leadership
and career development.
O Present research at scientific meetings
= Have access to mentor-counselors who will assist the Scholar’s completion of medical school applications,
residency applications, or research fellowship applications.
= Submit a reflection statement on their experiences at the Annual Medical Education Conference (AMEC) as a
Future Scholar in Medicine/Scholar in Medicine, which may be published in the Journal of the Student National
Medical Association (JSNMA).
Be highlighted in a newsletter that will be circulated to all U.S. medical school admission offices.
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ELIGIBILITY AND SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS

FUTURE SCHOLARS IN MEDICINE:

=  Applicants must be full-time underrepresented minority (African-American, Latino, Asian/Pacific Islander, and
Native Americans) undergraduate and/or post-baccalaureate students, and students may not previously be
accepted to any medical school prior to the 2008 AMEC, and must be members of the Student National Medical
Association.

=  Applicants must submit a Curriculum Vitae/Résumé

=  Applicants must submit a letter of interest stating: (1) why the FSIM program will augment their career plans;
and, (2) Interest in leadership training, health disparities and/or biomedical research. Specifically, if there is a
conference that the student is particularly interested in attending (not including SNMA programs and events)
please specify and state why this conference will augment your career plans. (250-500 word limit for each
essay, 1-inch margins, 12 point font, Times New Roman)

=  Applicants must submit a completed and signed application.

= Applicants must submit an unofficial university transcript (via email) AND an official university transcript via
mail (sent to SNMA Headquarters).

= Applicants must have a Dean or faculty advisor submit a letter of support stating that if selected, the student is
in good academic standing and will be compliant with all requirements of the SNMA Future Scholars in
Medicine Scholarship, which include but are not limited to attendance of all workshops at the Annual
Medical Education Conference to FSIM-SIM@snma.org .

SCHOLARS IN MEDICINE:

= Applicants must be full-time underrepresented minority (African-American, Latino, Asian/Pacific Islander, and
Native Americans) medical or MD/PhD students, must have not previously matched in any post-graduate
training program prior to the 2008 AMEC, and must be members of the Student National Medical Association.

=  Applicants must submit a Curriculum Vitae/Résumé

= Applicants must submit a letter of intent stating: (1) why the SIM program will augment their career plans; and,
(2) Interest in leadership training, health disparities and/or biomedical research. Specifically, if there is a
conference that the student is particularly interested in attending (not including SNMA programs and events)
please specify and state why this conference will augment your career plans. (250-500 word limit for each
essay, 1-inch margins, 12 point font, Times New Roman)

= Applicants must submit a completed and signed application.

=  Applicants must submit an unofficial university transcript (via email) AND an official university transcript via
mail (sent to SNMA Headquarters) (1% year students must include prior schools transcript).

= Applicants must have a dean or faculty advisor submit a letter of support stating that if selected, the student is
in good academic stating and will be compliant with all the requirements of the SNMA Scholars in
Medicine Scholarship, which include but are not limited to attendance of all workshops at the Annual
Medical Education Conference to FSIM-SIM@snma.org .
